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When her children were found home alone in unsafe and unsanitary conditions, a young
mother was arrested, and her children were placed in foster care. The home had been marked
by instability, domestic violence, and neglect — and the path ahead seemed uncertain.

During her incarceration, her CASA volunteer continued to advocate for the best interests of

her children, ensuring their needs were being met. Even while she was separated from them,

her CASA’s steady presence provided hope and reassurance that reunification could one day
be possible.

When the mother was released nearly a year later...
