Born in Los Angeles, Noguchi
moved to Japan at the age of two and returned to the United States in 1918 where he
attended high school in Rolling Prairie and La Porte, Indiana. During this time, local
families nurtured a young Noguchi, encouraging his artistic talents. The world-renowned
sculptor considered himself a lifelong Hoosier while creating unique sculptures, gardens,
furniture, lighting designs, and more during his career.
